PHASES and THE TRIPLE POINT

You’ll need a full sheet of paper.  Print your name, include your SS# and sign the top of the sheet with your signature. You may work in a group of one or two persons.

1) What is dry ice made of?  Is it safe to breath (in small doses)?

Dry ice is solid CO2.  It is safe to breath.




2) Why does it remain ‘dry’?

As the CO2 warms up in the classroom, it sublimates directly to gas (it has no liquid phase at Earth atmospheric pressure).

3) What causes the ``fog’’ to appear near it?  What is the fog made of?

The fog is actually condensed water vapor, cooled by the very cold CO2 gas coming off of the dry ice.

4) If I leave it out to warm, what will happen?

With time (and this took that particular sample nearly 24 hours) it will entirely disappear  in to ‘thin air’..
