Agar disk diffusion test for antibiotic susceptibility

Materials:

TSA plate with isolated colonies of your normal flora isolate



cotton swab

Procedure:

Use a cotton swab to pick 4-5 colonies.

2.
Inoculate a TSA agar plate using a sterile cotton swab. Evenly streak onto the surface of the plate in three directions.  Be sure to cover the entire surface with this procedure.  Discard the contaminated swab into container on desk.

3.
Allow the plate to dry for a minute (agar down, lid slightly ajar) on your desk.

4. Place the following three antibiotic disks on the surface of the inoculated plate (to be provided by instructors).  Tap each disk with the end of a wooden stick, it need not be sterile, to insure contact with agar surface. 

5.
Incubate plate (agar up; disks will remain in place).
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
