It leaves us with a stagnant equality of sameness rather than a constructive equality of oneness.”

Therefore, Martin Luther King Jr. encouraged black people to use nonviolent means to achieve their goals of equal treatment. Finally, Congress passed the Civil Rights Act of 1964 to stop discrimination in all public places.
The success of obtain "Civil Right" is a miracle through non-violence way and it is based on the continuous struggle. Will the society diminish and erase the discrimination based on different races and economic status in future. I hope King's dream will come true.
