Reflection of Silent Covenants
Silent Covenants drives me to think more about races. People rarely talk about this sensitive topic because they fear that the speech may offend the minorities and get them into the troubles. 

Bell (2004) use the concept of “racial fortuity” as a guideline, which encourages blacks to implement alternative strategies, conduct racial movement, and obtain a more equitable and just status. In Bell’s view, Brown is an example of “interest-convergence” and “racial sacrifice”. Whites never give up the supreme and interest in domination of America.  However, Brown has encouraged blacks to strive for racial equity and promote school integration. 

In Professor Bell's view, the patterns of racial reform and retrenchment follow Brown and other civil rights such as Emancipation Proclamation. Bell examines the political environment leading up to Brown and discusses how this likely influenced the Justices deliberations. The discussion shows that Brown reflects "interest-convergence", which is not a sufficiently meaningful commitment to racial equality or educational reform. Brown plays the role of "racial-sacrifice". The court ruled public school segregation was unconstitutional under law. However, in practice, black students were still segregated from whites. Bell illustrates the significance of Brown within a broader historical context by examining the role of racial fortuity. The racial fortuity not only disadvantages minority interests, but undermines the independent role of the judiciary. The concept of "forged fortuity" should be taken as an alternative strategy for promoting meaningful racial progress within the existing political framework. The commitment to forged fortuity may ultimately re-conceptualize society on more equitable and just terms. 

After reading this book, I am aware that race movement plays an important role in American’s history and will have a deep influence on today’s day-to-day life. In reality, minorities may feel the race discrimination and inequity but they choose to bear. Inferiority roots in their minds and they won’t change the fact. I wish I can change their wrong belief and join in the group to fight the “injustice”. 
Juste-millieu has ruled Chinese culture for a long time. Chinese people learn to be generosity to bear the sufferings. Chinese middle class in America choose “silent” against discrimination. They believe that “If successful, you’d better help others to reach this goal; if in poverty, it is better to keep studying and find chances to strive against the injustice.” They focus on “discipline them”, “weapon themselves with technology and knowledge”, “educate their children to get out the poverty and get along with others harmoniously”, and “contribute to the society”.
