Purpose

The purpose of this course is to teach you to construct written arguments based on analytical reasoning, and help you to acquire effective research skills.  

Attendance

Regular, timely attendance is required.  One (1) unexcused absence may result in a reduction of one-half letter grade.  A second unexcused absence may result in the same.  A third unexcused absence will result in withdrawal from the course.  Tardiness will result in a lower grade; being later than 5 minutes will count as an absence.  Failure to participate in Peer Review Workshops, Conferences or the Library Orientation Sessions will necessitate withdrawal from the course.
Assignments and Portfolio

All assignments for this course must have a professional appearance and be submitted on time.  In order to accomplish this goal, please note the following:

· All drafts of papers must be typed on a computer using WORD.  
· All documents produced for this class must have a professional appearance.  Presentation drafts must be laser quality, free from grammatical errors, and stapled.  
· The research paper, along with your drafts of the research paper, a formal business reflective cover letter, your in-class essay and your annotated bibliography will be your portfolio.
· I may require you to include more drafts and other hard copies of the assignments as needed in the portfolio.

· Students enrolled in College of Applied Science majors must also complete an electronic course portfolio in LiveText, including required artifacts and reflections, in order to successfully complete this course.

I may require you to schedule sessions with a writing tutor. These sessions are free of charge.
Professional Conduct
I expect all students to conduct themselves in a professional manner in class and in conferences. That means coming to class prepared, with text books, papers, and writing instruments. It means sending professional looking and sounding emails. It means no talking on cell phones or text messaging in class. Being professional also means treating your classmates, other instructors, and me with respect, as I will treat you.

I will hold at least two conferences with you – one to get to know you and one to discuss the progress of your research project, but I would like to see you more often than that.  Please feel free to talk with me before or after class or during my office hours to discuss assignments, progress in the course, concerns, etc. 
A Note about Plagiarism

i. Submitting another’s published or unpublished work in whole, in part or in paraphrase, as one’s own without fully and properly crediting the author with footnotes, quotation marks, citations, or bibliographical reference.

ii. Submitting as one’s own original work, material obtained from an individual or agency without reference to the person or agency as the source of the material.

Submitting Assignments to Safe Assign

Safe Assign is a function of BlackBoard that identifies plagiarism in student work. Students will be required to submit Assignment 3 (the Annotated Bibliography), Assignment 5 (the first draft of the research paper) and Assignment 7 (the final draft of the research paper) to Safe Assign to assure that sources have been successfully paraphrased and summarized. I may also require you to submit other assignments to Safe Assign.
Withdrawal Policy

If you feel that you cannot complete this class, make sure that you withdraw officially.  You cannot just stop attending: that results in a grade of “UW” (unofficial withdrawal) and factors into your GPA as zero quality points.  You may withdraw electronically between days 22 and 58 of the quarter, but I suggest that you come and speak with me or your advisor before you withdraw.
